Fee assistance (a bursary) is made on a means-tested basis after taking into account your financial circumstances (income, savings and assets)

and any special or compassionate  considerations).

It is unlikely that the Foundation will be able to offer assistance to households that have net income above £36,000.

All bursaries are reviewed on an annual basis and may be varied upwards or downwards to reflect any change in circumstances.
